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It is not easy for me to say goodbye. 

I have been the director of Lemont 

Public Library District for 27 years.  

During that time I saw the library 

grow from a 900 square foot room in 

the Village Hall to a 22,000 square foot 

building on Wend St. In between these 

extremes, the library spent 16 years in 

the high school in a shared 9,000 

square foot room. 
 

I am leaving the library in a state of 

flux. What the library offers in materi-

als for the public is expanding. We 

now offer many electronic resources 

that include online databases, recorded 

books (both CDs & MP3 products)  

and computer stations as well as  

wireless internet access.  
 

Books, nonetheless, remain a staple.  

They are convenient, easy to transport, 

and a joy to read. When collected on a 

shelf by subject they offer the browser 

an opportunity to scan significant slices 

of thought in a particular area.    
 

One of the libraryôs newest services is 

Tutor.com. Two years ago, in conjunc-

tion with The Friends of Lemont  

Public Library, we initiated this service 

that gives Lemont students a direct link 

to live tutors on many subjects -  

especially expert tutors in math. We 

have had a good response to this  

service, which is gratifying. 
 

Many years ago we made the transition 

from the library card catalog to an  

electronic catalog. Initially, this was 

just a change from a box with cards to a 

computer located in the library. Since 

that time, the electronic catalog has 

grown to include other libraries in our 

system. Today, any Lemont Library 

cardholder with access to the internet at 

home can visit the library web site and 

search the catalog for items of interest. 

And, most significantly, any material of 

interest can be placed on hold from home 

to be picked up at the library. 
 

I have tried to improve library services  

as much as possible within the limita-

tions of the library budget. I have 

achieved most of what I wanted to do for 

the library. The final improvement under 

my watch is the renovation of the Youth 

Services section of the library. The  

library received a grant from the State 

Library to pay for half of the estimated 

costs of this improvement, which will 

begin in August.  I will not be able to see 

this project to completion, however, as 

my last day at the library is June 30th. 
 

My fondest memories of the many years 

I have served at Lemont Public Library 

are of the many fine people I have 

worked with - both staff and trustees - 

and of the many Lemonters who became 

my friends as well as frequent library 

users. 
 

In retirement I intend to pursue my inter-

ests in photography, amateur radio, and 

the American Civil War. All of these 

avocations, of course, will necessitate an 

occasional visit to the public library.
